26:Stephen, Deacon — First martyr
In Acts, Stephen is described as one of the seven deacons,

whose task it was to care for widows, in the early church in Je-
rusalem. His speech before the Sanhedrin unfortunately led to
his martyrdom, by being stoned to death.

27: John, Apostle and Evangelist
John, the disciple ‘whom Jesus loved,” was one of the sons of

Zebedee. He was with Jesus at the Transfiguration, at the Last
Supper, and in His agony in the garden. He stood with the
Blessed Virgin Mary at the foot of the cross. He was also a wit-

ness of the resurrection.
28: Holy Innocents

Herod the Great was appointed King of the Jews by the Roman
authorities. When told by the Magi that a baby had been born,
who was to be known as the King of the Jews, his jealous desire
was to find the infant Jesus and eliminate Him. To be sure of
achieving this, he ordered the murder of all children in and
around Bethlehem, under the age of two years. They were

known as God’s ‘innocent ones’.
